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Intent – What we are trying to achieve? 

Music plays a very important part of our school life. Our intention is that every child grows a love of music which goes on with them beyond school and that Music is fully embedded in different aspects of school life. Music, here, is interactive and fun with the aim to foster a love for the subject, building on skills from Foundation Stage through to Year 6 and bringing us all together as a community. 
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Children have the opportunity to learn a variety of different instruments with various peripatetic teachers. In Year 4 children learn to play an instrument as part of the music curriculum. This is an enriching opportunity which we believe all children should participate in by the end of KS2 (see school charter). 
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Our children develop their confidence as they learn to work independently and as part of a team/class. Each year group presents a show/concert each year which are very well supported by our parents and community. The children also have the opportunity to take up lessons provided by private tutors in piano, violin, keyboard, guitar, clarinet and cornet. 


Implement - What does Music look like at NWPS?
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Music is often linked to the topics taught in class and can be used to develop skills in English and Maths. It is taught in line with the National Curriculum and builds on progression each year. Songs are taught in different languages and music is celebrated from different cultures. The children have opportunities to participate in singing, playing tuned and un-tuned percussion instruments as well as listening to live and recorded music. In KS2, the children have an opportunity to compose and listen to their own music, and learn the correct musical notation and terminology, eg. rhythm, melody, pitch and dynamics.
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Weekly singing assemblies take place to teach children how to sing with a sense of pitch and melody. They are taught how to warm up their voices, sing in rounds and harmony, and build up a repertoire of songs. We have a school choir which meet each week and perform at whole school events and in the local area, for example, local care homes. The children have opportunities to listen to live music, for example, from visitors such as the children at Kings School Worcester and our peripatetic teachers also provide live performances encouraging children to take up an instrument. They have the opportunity to take part in live performances such as ‘Young voices’ and ‘Big sing’. 

Impact - What does success look like?
At Nunnery Wood Primary School we aim to develop an understanding of Musical Concepts and to develop practical skills, enabling children to respond and communicate musical ideas, thoughts and feelings. Opportunity is also given to develop an awareness of musical traditions, styles and cultures.
Music in our school allows all children to participate with enjoyment in the activities of singing, playing (tuned and untuned instruments), composing/Improvising, listening, and performing. 
Through these activities children will develop an understanding of musical concepts such as pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre and texture.
