FLU VACCINATIONS

Thank you to those parents who have responded. The school provides the space for the
vaccinations to take place but the roll out of the immunisations and the collation of
the information is down to the NHS team.

Vaccination UK, who are commissioned by the NHS to provide child immunisations within
schools, will be attending our school to deliver the Flu Nasal Spray’s or IM alternative (porcine
free injection) on Monday 4th December.

This process is fully endorsed by NHS England. Any child that wishes to receive the flu vaccine is
first made aware of the benefits and possible side effects, and is assessed as competent, or not
competent by our nurses.

The link to consent or decline the vaccination has now expired. If you haven’t completed the link
previously sent to you, you may receive a call from their call centre to obtain it verbally.

*If you have submitted a consent form but have taken your child to an alternative location to have
the flu immunisation, it is YOUR responsibility to let the Vaccination Team know, please contact
them directly as they DO NOT get notified automatically.
