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Children will be exploring the themes of ‘Being me in my world’ and ‘Celebrating Difference’. 
English
In writing, children will learn to write descriptively using figurative language to write a setting description of Hogwarts Castle. They will also write a biography about an inspirational person and write a persuasive advert. 

In reading, children will share, discuss and evaluate texts as a whole class. Linked reading activities will be used to develop comprehension, summary and comparison skills. Children will also improve their fluency by reading out aloud.
Design and Technology 
The children will measure, shape, assemble and join pieces of wood to create a photo frame. 
Computing 	
The children will learn about the internet. They will learn that the World Wide Web is part of the internet and will be given opportunities to explore the World Wide Web for themselves and evaluate online content.

Music	
Children will sing, discuss lyrics and describe the rhythm of different songs.
Children will learn to play the cornet and read musical notation.  

Maths 
Place Value - children will be secure when working with 4-digit numbers and be able to round numbers.
Addition and subtraction – children will be able to add and subtract numbers with up to 4 digits using a formal written method (column) and mental methods.
Measurement and area - children will be able to understand area and compare shapes.
Multiplication and division – children begin to know all 
times tables up to 12x12.


Art and Design		
Children will study Andy Warhol’s art work and express their own opinions. Children will design, make and print with a polystyrene tile to replicate the work of Andy Warhol.


Science
Circuits – children will understand how circuits work and different components. Children will create their own circuits and problem-solve when circuits do not work. Children will investigate materials which conduct electricity.
Sound - Children will understand how sounds are made and complete investigations to determine how sounds can be made louder and quieter. 

History/Geography  
History:. Identify and describe the modern-day countries of Europe and North Africa which formed part of the Roman Empire prior to invasion of Britain               by Emperor Claudius. Interpret primary sources of historical evidence.

Geography: Children will understand key geographical vocabulary such as: epi-centre, magnitude, Richter scale and tectonic plates. Children will learn about case studies where earthquakes have affected New Zealand. Also, children will study volcanoes and identify patterns on maps.

RE
Children will learn about the Trinity and understand why it is important for Christians.
Children will learn about Hindus and their beliefs.
PE	
Outdoor PE: children will play tag rugby. 
 Indoor PE: children will learn about health and fitness and complete circuits.
French
Children will be working on the topic ‘On y va’ and ‘L’argent de poche’.
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
