Buy one get three free ~ If your child knows one fact (e.g. 12 x 9 = 108), can they tell you the other three facts in the
same fact family? If you know 7 x 9 = 63, then what will 70 x 9 be?

Times Table Rockstars — Children all have their username and password to practice in the “Garage” and the “Arena”.
They could try playing in the “Studio” and also do the Soundcheck.

Look for patterns - These times tables are full of patterns for your child to find. How many can they spot?
Use your ten times table ~ Multiply a number by 10 and subtract the original number
(e.g.7x10~7 = 70~7 = 63). What do you notice? What happens if you add your original number instead?
