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Children will be cooking a cranberry traybake. They will be planning and evaluating their food product.  
Music	
Lime Class will sing, discuss lyrics and describe the rhythm of different songs. Their main focus is ‘Lean on Me’ by Bill Withers.
Lilac Class will continue to learn the cornet. 
English
In writing, children will write adventure stories with the focus on dragons and an explanation about ‘machines’ based on Wallace and Gromit.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In reading, children will share, discuss and evaluate texts as a whole class. Linked reading activities will be used to develop comprehension, fluency, summary and comparison skills. Our class novel for this term is ‘How to Train Your Dragon’ by Cressida Cowell.

Computing 	
Children will recognise ways to keep themselves safe online.
Children learn about writing code and repetition of shapes in a unit on ‘Programming’. 

Art and Design		
Collage – children will study an artist (Karla Schuster) and create a collage inspired by dragons.

Science
Living things and their habitats – children will explore their environment and classify living things (plants and animals) using keys and tables. Children will learn about vertebrates and invertebrates. 
States of matter – children will learn about solids, liquids and gases. Children will complete scientific investigations to understand melting, evaporation and condensation.
History/Geography  
History – children will understand why Romans left Britain and evaluate where Vikings and Saxons settled. They will also understand who the Vikings are and why they came to Britain. Children will study longships and myths about Vikings. Children will learn about Alfred the Great and Sutton Hoo. Also, children will study Norse myths including Viking gods.
 
 

RE
Children will learn about Christianity and the importance of Easter. Their big question for this unit will be ‘Why do Christians call the day Jesus died Good Friday?’
Children will learn about Hindus and their beliefs. Their big question will be ‘What does it mean to be a Hindu in Britain today?’
PSHE	
Children will be exploring the themes of ‘Dreams and Goals’ and ‘Healthy Me’.
PE	
Outdoor – Children will play tri-golf and learn the skills of OAA (outdoor & adventurous activities.) Indoor – Children will learn to perform a range of movements in gymnastics on the floor and apparatus and after this unit they will use these skills to create a Viking dance. 

Maths 
Multiplication and division – children continue to learn all times tables up to 12x12 and practice formal written methods to multiply and divide up to 3 digit by 1 digit numbers.

Length and Perimeter – children will learn how to measure shapes and calculate their perimeter.

Fractions and Decimals – children will understand the relationship between fractions and decimals and solve calculations involving them.

French
Children will learn how to tell simple stories (Raconte-moi une histoire!) and say, write and recall words/simple sentences linked to “Vive le sport” – our sporting lives and hobbies.
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
