	FRACTIONS lessons - Daily

Go to the White Rose website and click on the home learning for year 3.

Choose the Week 2 tab (not summer term planning). This gives you the 2nd five lessons on fractions. Watch the teaching video and then try to answer the questions on the worksheet, each day. 

You can print the sheet off, but you could also just jot the answers down on paper, if printing is tricky. 

Remember, each day just takes a little step from the day before but it is important to practise each of those steps, so don’t miss any out and go back over the previous day, spending an extra day on it, if you found it a bit tricky. 






If the maths is too tricky, then click on the Year 2 tab instead and choose Week 2. It is still mostly on fractions, but at a simpler level. (Or if Year 2 is tricky, try out the Year 1 materials)

	Fractions Activities
Finding fractions of amounts
Keep practising solving simple problems using counters, lego pieces, etc to help. Work out the answers to questions like:
What is 5/8 of 24? 
Sarah has 21 felt tips. She gives 2/3 to Ravi. How many does she have left?

Equivalent fraction paper strips
All you need for this activity is paper, some scissors, and a bit of patience when it comes to cutting the strips!
1. Cut some strips of paper, the same length.
2. Label one strip as ‘1 whole’.
3. Fold and then cut a strip in half, labelling each half as ½
4. Cut the next strip into halves and then cut each half again, to make quarters. Label each as ¼ .  
5. Repeat for eighths and then sixteenths.
6. You can then put them underneath each other to make a ‘wall’ and find equivalent fractions (fractions that are the same).

 This link demonstrates making a fractions wall.

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You could add to the fraction wall by folding more strips into three, six, nine and twelve pieces. 



You can also make fractions using Lego pieces, if you start with the largest piece as ‘The whole’ or with a variety of food.
